ITEM 1. Enter the Vendor Quote (VQ) / Vendor Information Request (VIR)/ Quality Notification (QN), if applicable. 

ITEM 2. Enter Request for Quotation (RFQ) / Purchase Order (PO). 

ITEM 3. Provide the location of the material (Supplier – currently in production, Supplier – ready to ship, NNS-warehouse, NNS waterfront, etc.). 

ITEM 4. Program/Hull is as shown on RFQ/PO in “End Use” and “Appendices.”  

ITEM 5. Enter a detailed account of the certain or salient aspects, characteristics, or features of the material, supplies or equipment

ITEM 7. Enter the Newport News Shipbuilding (NNS) Material Number / Newport News Part Number (NNPN).

ITEM 19. Give reasoning for using the non-compliant part; some reasons could include insufficient quantity or quality, domestic or Qualifying Country non-availability, expediting the order to fulfill a certain requirement, waivers granted “Domestic Non-Availability Determination” (DNAD) for select companies that are in violation of the Berry Amendment, but will never be able to meet the requirements such as the Semiconductor Industry Association (SIA) due to the global supply chain for its production line. 

ITEM 20.  “Electronic component” means an item that operates by controlling the flow of electrons or other electrically charged particles in circuits, using interconnections of electrical devices such as resistors, inductors, capacitors, diodes, switches, transistors, or integrated circuits.  The term does not include structural or mechanical parts of an assembly containing an electronic component, and does not include any high performance magnets that may be used in the electronic component. 
ITEM 21. COTS - commercially available off-the-shelf item means any item of supply that is:  A commercial product (i.e., a product that is of a type customarily used by the general public for purposes other than for government purposes, and has been (offered for, or actually) sold, leased, or licensed to the general public);  Sold in substantial quantities in the commercial marketplace; and Offered to the Government, under this contract or a subcontract at any tier, without modification, in the same form in which it is sold in the commercial marketplace.
